Inclusion of education management organization and authorizer on all 
materials going forward;  HBs 5231-5234 (H-1 subs for all); posting 
teacher/support staff salary information online - HB 5269 

House Energy, Communications, and Technology:  
Mandate renewable alternate sources by 2035 - SB 271; previously passed 
Senate (20-18); reported from Committee (10-7) 

Supplemental Budgets - SB 174 - School Aid; and HB 4292: 
General Fund.  Conference Committees; Pontiac City School District debt 
forgiveness included ($18.36 million) from General Fund supplemental 

House Labor:  
Minimum staffing levels within a bargaining unit; make a mandatory subject of 
bargaining;  HB 4688; expected to carve out schools from the legislation 

Moving on Floor or Elsewhere:  

• Three year deadline extension for the Superintendent of Public Instruction to 
issue interim teaching certificates (ITC) for special education (SB 518); Passed 
Senate (38-0). House Education Committee; OS Supports

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• Prohibit employers and labor organizations from requesting or maintaining a 
record of certain information about an applicant’s criminal history. (HB 4960) - 
Passed House (57-53). 

• Prohibit high school student athletes from being prevented from receiving 
compensation for the use of their name, image, or likeness rights. (HB 4816) 
Passed the House with H-5 (66-43). Senate Oversight Committee. No position. 

• Prohibit youth employment waivers for working between midnight and 5 am, 
and for occupation that is hazardous or injurious.  (HB 4932). OS Supports. 
House Floor. Fast Fact. 

• Increase allowable time in work-based learning experience toward pupil 
instruction and codify in the School Aid Act (SB 23). OS Supports.  S-1 reported 
to Senate Floor (18-1). 

• Mandates the dental oral assessment program (SB 280). Passed Senate 30-6; 
Passed House 85-24; returned to House upon request. OS Opposes  Fast Fact 

• SB 169 would require contact information of new employees to be given to the 
appropriate collective bargaining representative. House Floor. 

• Educator/Administrator evaluations (SB 395, H-2 and SB 396).  New substitute 
removed the questionable misconduct definition change, and still adds an 
arbitration piece but instead of MERC it will use AAA. OS Opposes. Position 
paper. Passed the House 56-54. 

• FAFSA form requirement for high school diploma (SB 463). Reported by Senate 
Education Committee. OS Opposes.  Expected to move on Senate Floor 11-2-
23.  Fast Fact. 

Signed into Law: 

• Creates retiree employment allowance with cap at $15,100 during initial 6 
months and superintendents carved out of allowance. (HB 4752).  Signed – 
Public Act 147 of 2023. In depth documents; school/child care safe water 
management plans. HBs 4341 and 4342 were signed into law (Public Acts 154 
and 155, respectively) and SB 88 was signed into law.   

 
d. Facility Committee:  Mr. Verner reported that the committee met virtually on 

November 15.  There was a bond update.  There was also discussion regarding 
change orders, the sale of Baker and Schalm, an update on walkie-talkies, impact 
resistant window film, district fobs, and an update on the baseball/softball field.

C. Second Semester 23-24 Schools of Choice Resolution 
 
WHEREAS, the Clawson Board of Education has the option permitted by Section 105 of 
the State School Aide Act of 1979, as amended by Public Act 300 of 1998; and 
 
WHEREAS, it has the option, for the purpose of Section 105, to accept applications of 
nonresident students from outside the District, who reside in the Oakland Intermediate 
School District, which this district is a constituent district for the enrollment in our district 
for the 2023-2024 school year; and 
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WHEREAS, the Clawson Board of Education has the option to operate a Schools of 
Choice Program for the second semester in compliance with the statutory requirements of 
Section 105; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Clawson Board of Education has outstanding school programs and there 
may be room for students from other districts to participate in these high-quality schools. 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Clawson Public Schools chooses to 
participate in the aforementioned Schools of Choice Program for the second semester of 
2023-2024; and 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Clawson Public Schools will accept applications for 
the second semester of the 2023-2024 school year for Grades TK through 10 for the two-
week period beginning Monday, January 8, 2024 through Friday, January 19, 2024.

DISCUSSION ITEMS 
 
 
A. Audit Presentation 
 

Jacob Sopczynski from Yeo & Yeo presented the highlights of this year’s financial 
statements. Their findings include a “clean” opinion of the financial statements. 
 
The Board will vote to accept the Clawson Public Schools Financial Statements and Single 
Audit Report dated June 30, 2023 at its December 18 regular board meeting. 
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B. Literacy/Coaching Update 
 
Ashley Jones presented a Literacy/Coaching Update. The literacy update included summer 
pop-up literacy labs, CKLA training, DPPD, and grade level meetings. The coaching update 
included literacy essentials areas of focus, coaching responsibilities, and a survey for the 
board to participate in. She also talked about things that will be coming up this year 
including winter data meetings, CKLA training, March reading month, layered literacy lab, 
and family literacy night. 
 
 
C. Bond Legal Representation 

 
Dr. Johnston explained that public school districts who utilize bond funds for construction 
require a Bond attorney.  This attorney addresses the legal issues surrounding the sale of 
bonds as well as the numerous legal issues as the bond proceeds are used throughout 
construction. As the District moves towards the sale of the 2024 bonds, administration is 
recommending Miller Canfield as the legal firm to represent the District. Their expertise in 
Michigan Public School bond finance will serve the district extremely well with our existing 
and upcoming bond. 
 
 

Resolution Amending Bond Resolution – 2023 School Building and Site Bonds 
 
WHEREAS, the Board previously adopted its Bond Resolution 2023 School Building and 
Site Bonds, dated August 21, 2023 (the “Authorizing Resolution”) authorizing the issuance 
of its 2024 School Building and Site and Refunding Bonds (the “Bonds”); and 
 
WHEREAS, the Board has determined that it is in the best interests of the School District to 
appoint a new firm as Bond Counsel (as defined in the Authorizing Resolution) for the 
issuance of the Bonds. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT: 
 
1. Amendment to Authorizing Resolution.  Section 17 of the Authorizing Resolution is 
hereby amended and restated in its entirety as follows: 
 

“Retention of Bond Counsel.  The law firm of Miller, Canfield, Paddock and 
Stone, P.L.C. is hereby appointed as bond counsel for the School District with 
reference to the issuance of the Bonds authorized by this Resolution (“Bond 
Counsel”).  The representation of the School District by Miller, Canfield, 
Paddock and Stone, P.L.C. as bond counsel is hereby approved, 
notwithstanding Miller Canfield’s periodic representation in unrelated matters of 
the Underwriter, Stifel, Nicolaus & Company, Incorporated, and other potential 
parties to the transactions contemplated by this Resolution.” 
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2. Conflicts.  All resolutions and parts of resolutions insofar as they conflict with the 
provisions of this Resolution be and the same hereby are rescinded. Except as set forth in 
this Resolution, the Authorizing Resolution remains in full force and effect.
